Each federation chooses its subject and its 
choice of entries.  The prints must have a format 30x40cm. The smaller prints 

must be mounted on a light support 30x40cm (12" x 16").  It is requested that the 

prints be accompanied by a CD containing digital files of all ten entries 

please.

1 PAGB (The Photographic Alliance of Great Britain) Gold Medal - 1 SPF 
(The Scottish Federation) Gold Medal – 1 WPF (The Welsh Federation) 
Gold Medal: Judges’ Individual Awards -  (one per Judge). 
Each author can only receive one prize.

Two works per participating country will be reproduced, as well as all prize-
winning works.
