The strange peaks and rocks on both sides of the strait are reflected in the 
clear stream water, creating a living landscape painting that attracts tens of 
thousands of visitors daily.

Witness the welcoming ceremony at 
Tusi City, where Tujia men beat drums, blow horns, and set off fireworks to 
welcome guests, while Tujia girls sing songs at the gate, offer a welcome drink, 
and men, women, children, and the elderly sing and dance the hand-waving 
songs and dances. Climb up to the world's highest stilted building, Jiuchongtian, 
and explore the cultural exhibition showcasing the Tujia people's traditions 
over thousands of years. Visit the Tujia mountain village to listen to Tujia songs 
and appreciate the most representative customs of the Tujia people, such as 
the crying bride, three-stick drum, lanterns, and other folk performances.

    Go and watch the live performance of "Tianmen Fox Fairy" in 
Zhangjiajie. "Tianmen Fox Fairy" leverages the rare and beautiful scenery 
of Tianmen Mountain, and through the optimized configuration of 
lighting, sound, stage machinery, digital imaging, and other facilities, it 
employs high-tech visual special effects to integrate various artistic 
elements such as music, dance, songs, magic, and acrobatics, achieving a 
perfect fusion of artistic expression and visual impact
