LENGCOIS MARANHENSES

Covering more than 156,000 hectares of protected area, Leng¢odis Maranhenses
National Park dominates the northeastern region of Brazil.

Sao Luis, the capital of Maranhao, has many unique characteristics: it is the only
Brazilian city founded by the French and holds the largest collection of Portuguese tiles
in Latin America. In the Historic Center, the facades of colonial mansions decorated
with delicate tiles imported from Portugal offer a journey back in time.

The Palacio dos Leodes, residence of the state governor, features French art and
furniture. Nearby stands the impressive Palacio La Ravardiére, dating back to the 17th
century. Known as the “Island of Love,” Sao Luis also has a modern side, represented
by the lively Avenida dos Holandeses and the bars around the charming Lagoa da
Jansen.

Santo Amaro is the first municipality within the Leng¢dis Maranhenses region and
shelters picturesque landscapes among white sand dunes, such as the village of
Betania, inhabited by traditional coastal communities living near beautiful freshwater
lagoons.

Barreirinhas is the main gateway to the National Park. Walk through dunes and sandy
trails, where white sand dunes reaching up to 50 meters high meet blue-green lagoons
with crystal-clear waters. The most famous lagoons are Lagoa Azul and Lagoa Bonita.
Swimming in the lagoons, walking on the sand, and watching the sunset are
unforgettable experiences. Adventures include quad bike rides through the dunes of the
“Pequenos Lencgodis,” reaching the deserted Caburé Beach, boat rides along the
Preguicas River, and a visit to the Mandacaru Lighthouse, offering one of the most
beautiful views in the region.

The bucolic village of Atins, one of the gateways to the tropical desert of Lengois
Maranhenses, enchants visitors with its simple lifestyle, sandy streets, rustic houses
surrounded by dunes, mangroves, cashew trees, and coconut palms.
